The “Barnes-Storming” Continues As Sockers FC Adds Five To Roster 
 

Sockers FC head coach Matt Barnes’ first set of recruits came from California, Croatia and Brazil.  The club today announced five  
additions to the roster and, again, the geography is “worldwide.” 
 

The newest Sockers come from Hawaii, the Heartland, New York, Scotland and (again) Brazil.   As was the case with the first group of 
recruits, all five are playing college soccer in the States.
